




























1935, Article 2 of the Penal Code was amended so as to 
read: 

“Whoever commits an act which the law declares as 
punishable or which deserves punishment according to 
the fundamental idea of a penal law or the sound 
sentiment of the people, shall be punished. If no specific 
penal law can be directly applied to this act, then it shall 
be punished according to the law whose underlying spirit 
can be most readily applied to the act.”
